SWYM BIBLE CORRESPONDENCE REPORT BY AnITA DEKKER 
SWYM CORRESPONDENCE COURSE:  PRISON MINISTRY 2015 

Being involved with the SWYM correspondence course ministry in 2015 was yet again a very humbling and 
blessed experience. 
Although we were really challenged by the Post Office strikes during the year there was a stable and slow 
growing influx of letters on a regular basis.   
We also added the booklet “What to do to be saved” to the list of course material. 
We started this year with 61 active correspondents and “by word of mouth” 70 new students started working 
through the course since January 2015. Over 130 students receive books on a regular basis. 
In 2015, we also had our very first student that completed the whole course of SWYM material. Thanks to the 
availability of one of Nick Taylor’s daily bible study booklets I could bless this prisoner with a last gift for spiritual 
growth. 
It is still primarily a prison ministry and the main prisons that receive correspondence are: Mangaung, Douglas, 
Tswelopele, Stanger, Boksburg and De Aar.  
The course brings knowledge to young and old – from age 23 years to men in their late fifties… 
The current translating process of the course into Afrikaans is going very slow. I am the only one busy with 
translation and my time during 2015 was very limited – please pray that more people will be willing to help 
translating in the New Year.
